If adoe becomesliin the show
ring, contact the ringteward who wilthen contacthe Judge
who may excuse theak without forfeiture of points.

DISPOSAL OF MILK . All milk is o be disposed adnly
in areas deghated by the Show Comrtee.

TATTOOS. In a&codane with ADGA rules, your amnal
mustbe tattooedefore regstering itwith ADGA. This means
that THERE WILL NOT BE ANY TA TTOOING
ALL OWED AT THE SHOW. Any doe found withou a
tattooor with an incorect tatoo willnotbe allowed to show.
A surprise tatto check will be performed during one of the
groupclasse ofeach bred to ensure that thenpper aninals
areinthering. BEFORE DEPARTING FOR THE SHOW,
BE SURE TO CHECK THAT THE TATTOOS ARE
LEGIBLE AND MATCH THE CERTIFI CATE AS
ISSUED BY ADGA. Each year, animalare disqudfiied
from showing because thattoodoes nomatch pagrs. This
is often a cas of having or ugig a litermate’s tdoo. If an
animal has been retattooed, the papers must béseel o
showthis,or the animal may not be shown. T\et check will
be handlel by the Kentucky State \éterinary staff.

It is
imperative that you provide your veerinarian a copy of
these requirements pior to them filling out your
certificate of veterinary inspectonin order to asure that
all requirements are filfilled.

Some herds will require a
permit number for entry into the gate. Please see belw
to determine a hed’s need for a permit number.
Additionally, each CVI should addressthe following
specific diseases aslescribed below: Scrapie, Brucellosis
and Tuberculosis.

Permit Number: The state of Kentucky reqes that any
goats entering the state fo sale require a permit
number.Thereforall raffle kids, any ptential Colorama
saleanimals and any animals for private salewhile in the

state will require a permitnumber isued by th State of
Kentucky for entry of that hed. Pemit numbers can be

Friday. If your herddoes not have anyaffle kids or aninals
thatwill be soldwhile in the state, yowill not need toobtain
a permit nunber.

an official neagtive bucelloss te$ perfomed by a state-
federallyapprowed laboraory for all animds six (6)months

of age or oldewithin 30 days pdr to entry into th&tate of
Kentucky. If testing & required theesults musbe recorded
on the C\.

Tuberculosis: Animals orginatingrom stateslesignateds
classfree for Tuberculosi®r fromtuberculosis acredited
herdsdo no require addidnaltuberculosigesting.Animals
over the age of si(6) months hat originate from the
statesof New Mexico, Michigan,and Minnesota require
an official negative tuberculoss testperformed by a
federally accreditedveterinarian with 30 days pior to
entry unless hey orginate fom a tuberculosisaccredited
herd. The results of these testmust be recoréd onthe
CVI.

Dairy Goats known byhe exhliitor © have aninfectious,
contagiouscommunicable tbeaseor to have beeaxposed
to an infectiouscontagiows, commuricablediseasgor to be
from a quarantined hdr may nd be enteredin this
exhibition. WARTS AND RINGWORM ARE
CONSIDERED COMMUNICABLE DISEASES.
THEREFORE, GOATS AFFECTED BY THE&
DISEASESCANNOT BE EXHIBITED . A statemenfrom
a veterinarian that an animal iselng treated for these
diseasess notacceptable. Any dairgoat showing edience
of any disease, atess imany stagegr any open contagious
lesons will not be albwed to exHiit or $1ow and wil be
subjecto isohtion orexpulsion depending on the natared
seliousnessof the diseaseabscess oftesion in questia. If
illnessof any nature is sspected in ay animal,saidanimal
is subjectto examimation bya Sate Veterinarian and the
owneror exhibitor of said animal mustbide byhe decisin
of this veterinadn.

The show veterirarian will inspect the animals amdake the
decision whether thanimal will be housed or quanthed.
